SOMERSET ARCHER  
BREAKS NATIONAL RECORDS  

At the D.W.A.A. Double Worcester - held at Salisbury Sports Centre on the 3rd. 
March - Vikki Gallop, Bowmen of Hatch, broke both the single and double Worcester 
National Records. In the first session Vikki scored 290 (maximum is 300) - which gave 
her the record for the single Worcester - and then put in a 288 in the second session 
to give a total of 578 - and the record for the double.   

For those of you who are new to archery - if the second round had been higher than 
the first Vikki could not have claimed a higher national record for the Single Worcester 
on the strength of the second round; only the first round of any double round can 
count as a record for a single round if they are shot on the same day (Rule 702b).  

I think these records are a great achievement - there is still a bit of room for 
improvement though Vikki, something for us to work on over the winter! - and I’m sure 
the rest of the County will join me in my congratulations to Vikki.

       Archery has a very high “turnover”; each year we lose about one third of the 
membership - we also pick up about the same number of new members so our 
numbers remain fairly constant - but could lack of progress be one of the major 
factors in this loss? The Grand Western Coaching Group feels that this is indeed the 
case and we are looking to do something about it.  
       We are in the process of putting together a leaflet which we would like every 
new archer to receive. I know that some clubs already give handouts to new members 
and our leaflet is not intended to replace these but should be regarded as an addition; 
some of the information may well be the same (reinforcement!) but  there will be other 
bits and pieces that will, hopefully, be of use to those just starting out in the sport.
